High tide 9am peaked at 7.83
Here is a summary of today’s damage.

Started with ATV on Spoonbill slough heading south past gum trees. One tree across the slough was tipping over to our side but will not likely block the levee road.  Headed along the levee on hit an miss …all good but water very close to top.

At the beginning of tin can slough where we are exposed to the river 7 inches of water was overtopping through the rip rap and moving over the grass.  Backslope was going vertical.  Got to a spot where there was 150 feet of  strong flow.
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Water was moving too fast here so I made a U turn and went around the island clockwise

All ok along spoonbill but the couple of scour spots that need rip rap were very close.  Water was overtopping in the horseshoe on the far north end.  Lots of huge logs with wind waves from the southwest bashing on the rip rap there.  Need to add elevation there.

Water overtopping at River Dog Pump only about an inch of water.. some erosion on backslope.

Water overtopping on Wreck Slough corner where the internal road intersects.  Water rolling down the road as it drops into their pond.

All ok until 4 G Ranch where water is overtopping at the house’s parking spot. (Left)
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Area between Concord and Spinner (above right)  is overtopping 4-6 inches for 500 feet.

On return at end of high tide backslope starting to erode badly.

OK on Concord lower road until just east of the 017 break site.  Water overtopping there
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2017 Break site (above) showing water coming over backslope.
Below FEMA repair site moving toward west.
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Repair site working well.  Water flowing over with no damage. (above)

 Spots to west after the repair site are suffering.   See pictures below
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Above spot on west edge of foam Blocks.

Back to beginning spot looking west. (below)
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After the tide had dropped I was able to drive through the debris.

We will not be able to make it through another couple days with these conditions.
